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Opening on Mother's Day weekend 2013, Becoming Mothers is Looking for Lilith's newest original play.  This delightful moving play, sponsored in large part by Norton Women's Care, is a mosaic of stories of women's journeys to motherhood. This exploration will span the process from trying to conceive/planning through the early days of motherhood - the fourth trimester, as many call it.

LFL has incorporated multiple perspectives around this topic, interviewing women who have become mothers through pregnancy, adoption, fertility treatments, egg donation, and more, as well as experiences of women who don’t have children, either by choice or by circumstance. The responses to the staged reading of the draft script last June were overwhelmingly positive, with audience members remarking that the play was so strong and beautiful.  The revised play promises to wow and move audiences even more, as the script has grown and matured and now includes even more stories for audiences to relate to, as they laugh and cry with the mothers represented on the stage.
The devising team of Becoming Mothers artistically explored the process of becoming a mother, using primarily interviews conducted by company members and colleagues, including dozens of people involved in collecting the research and creating the scenes. It has been an especially poignant process as the last 5 years have seen many of the LFL company members in the process of becoming mothers. Says devising and production director Jennifer Thalman Kepler, “creating a Lilith show is at least a two-year birthing process, and we were grateful for our audience’s response to the staged reading last season. Now we’re ready to introduce our newest production, fully-fledged.”   

The cast includes LFL company members Sara G.B. Canary, Kelly McNerney, Dawn Schulz, as well as performers who have worked with LFL before: Meg Caudill, Janelle Renee-Hunnicut, Jaycee Padilla.  LFL also welcomes the following performers who are new to LFL: Haydee Canovas and Ebony Jordan.  Produced by Shannon Woolley Allison, directed by Jennifer Thalman Kepler, and stage managed by Ben Unwin, this production boasts the talents of designers John Newman on lights, Laura Ellis on sound, Dana Hope & Brenda Kiefer on Sets & Props, and Typh Hainer Merwarth and Holly Stone on graphics.
Performances will be May 9, 10, 11, 16, 17 and 18 at 7:30 PM, with matinees at 2:00PM on May 12 and  May 18 as well, at the Victor Jory Theatre at Actors Theatre of Louisville.  Adult tickets will be $18. Student and senior tickets will be $15. LFL will also continue its community night with dicsounted $10 tickets, though this time it will be Thursday, May 16, rather than the Monday between shows.
